“From my fellow students at Bristol Eastern High School, one of my friends is lacking the
ability to find a good job, a trouble which is unfortunately matched by both of her
parents. To young men and women in schools in California, Texas and Virginia, people
all over these United States are feeling the deep and far extending effects of the poor
economy.
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“From a Hartford junior who knows he cannot afford college to a 5th grader in
Southington who has no lights on in her home, everyone is touched by this recession,
and it’s time for a change to be made. How can we as a society look at the pained faces
of young people and sit idly by.

  

"They must not be denied the care and resources that they need to live and get on the
path to finding their own American dream."

  

I am truly proud of the work the Youth Cabinet has accomplished in its first year of existence. I
have great belief in our democracy, and it grows stronger by the day, whenever I meet or hear a
member of the cabinet speak. As Calvin stated, “The stories told will mark the beginning of a
new chapter for the way children interact with their government.”
